Abstract

This study is conducted to reveal the role of the Department of Fisheries in five Multilateral
Economical Cooperation, comprising Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC), Bay of Bengal
Initiative for Multi-Sectoral Technical and Economic Cooperation (BIMSTEC), Indonesia Malaysia
Thailand Growth Triangle (IMT-GT), Indian Ocean Rim Association for Regional Cooperation (IOR-
ARC), and Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD). Results showed that
APEC and BIMSTEC are cooperation that emphasis the fisheries sector by establishment of the Fisheries
Working Groups which allows opportunities for member countries to discuss and co-implement projects
both in technical and trade facilitation cooperation. The Department of Fisheries of Thailand plays a
leading role in BIMSTEC fishery forum. The fisheries are not the main issues in IMT-GT and IOR-ARC.
It exists within the level of Working Group on Agriculture, Agro-Based Industry and Environment
(WGAAE) for IMT-GT and in the Working Group on Trade and Investment (WGTI) for IOR-ARC. The
objectives in IMT-GT and IOR-ARC are for trade and investment facilitation to Fisheries business
Sector. Role of the Department of Fisheries in OECD is different from above mention, the task of
representative delegation from Thailand in the Committee on Fisheries of OECD is to exchange
information and discuss for fisheries policy framework. However, from this study, it is shown that
Thailand has more beneficial from such cooperatives e.g. APEC is also a forum supporting fund for
projects concerning to facilitate trade and investment on fisheries which Thailand can access. BIMSTEC,

IMT-GT and IOR-ARC are also forums providing opportunities for Thailand to negotiate for fisheries

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Concept Paper of Nepal
as Chair Country on Inland Fisheries

Nepal has progressed significantly in Inland fish breeding and production in
the last decades. Appropriate technologies are applied even in the farmers’
fields and fish varieties such as carp (common, silver, bighead, grass, Rahu,
Naini & Katle carps), rainbow trout and indigenous varieties (Sahar & Ashla)
are produced successfully.

Nepal has also successfully developed cage culture as economical
technology being applied by many poor farmers that is suitable for
developing enterprises in lakes and reservoirs for uplifting the lives of rural
poor.

Integrated aquaculture is developed that includes the fish, pig and duck
keeping activities in an integrated manner. This technology reduces the
cost of production, which enables the producers to make the enterprise
efficient and profitable.

Nepal has been carrying out research on biodiversity conservation through
aquaculture. Nepal has also provided cooperation to Bhutan in providing
training for the concerned technicians in the areas of fish production
technology. Likewise, it has supported Pakistan and Bangladesh in similar
aspect.

Nepal's success and experience in breeding, rearing and nursing of fish, its
production technology and research can be transferred to other BIMSTEC
counties. Nepal can provide training to the technicians in hatchery
management, production and research. It also can provide fingerlings of
rainbow, carp varieties and the indigenous varieties as well.
